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CCF a dead CERT for
carbon reductions

The race is on to cut carbon emissions
in the household sector by March 2011.
New rules known as CERT put the onus
on the energy companies to promote
energy efficiency and reduce emissions
from domestic dwellings. There are stiff
targets associated with CERT — short
for Carbon Emissions Reduction Target
— and financial penalties if the energy
companies fail to meet them.

For builders, developers, and insulation specialists,
CERT is an opportunity and a challenge. Industry
experts believe that the trade will have to insulate
100 lofts and cavities during every working hour of
the three-year CERT programme if government
targets are to be met. So there’s plenty of business
to be won for installers who do their homework.

£2.8 billion investment programme

Funding for CERT will come from the energy
companies. The government estimates that energy
suppliers will have to invest about £1.5 billion if
they are to cut lifetime CO. emissions by 154
million tonnes. To put it another way, they have to
generate annual savings of 4.2 million tonnes of
CO2 which is equivalent to the emissions from
700,000 homes.

In addition, energy suppliers have to generate at
least 40% of those CO- savings from a priority
group of low-income, disabled, and elderly energy
consumers. Before the introduction of CERT, the
elderly (over-70s) were not eligible for this kind of
fuel support.

Over six million insulation projects

The task now is to translate CO targets into real
household projects. To generate these savings, the
energy companies say that they will have to
insulate 3.18 million wall cavities and three million
lofts within the existing housing stock.

Much of the business resulting from this scheme
will go to specialist contractors who deal direct
with the energy companies. Nevertheless, the
publicity will spur many more home and business
owners to think about insulation so there’s clearly
plenty of business to be won.
