Description:
A suspended ceiling grid system comprising roll formed steel or aluminium components suspended below a structural floor or roof to support infill panels and provide a flat or sloping soffit, with a primary function to improve the appearance of a ceiling area by concealing or integrating other services.

Hazards:

Inhalation:

Eye Contact:
